Ans: - Deduction (transfer) of power to the citizens of country irrespective of
caste, gender, race, religion and ethnic differences such that there is equal
participation of all in course of decision making.

Power Sharing is possible only in legitimate government.

(A legitimate government is fo rmed with the support of people and well
recognized by them.)

People have the right to be consulted about how to be governedprovided, the
government is legitimate.

Q. Explain the Belgium model of Power sharing.

Ans: Some of the elements of Belgium model are as follows:
- Constitution prescribes that number of Dutch and French speaking ministers

shall be equal in central government, some special laws requires the support
of majority of member of each linguistic groups. Thus, no single community
can take decisions unilaterally.

- Many powers of central go vernment have been given to state government of
the two regions of the country. The state government are not subordinate to
the central government.

- Brussels has a separate government in which both the communities have
equal representation. The French spealnhg people accepted equal
representation in Brussels because the Dutch speaking community has
accepted equal representation in the central government.

- Apart from the central and state government, there is a third kind of
government. This is called community government. This government includes
Dutch, French and German speaking citizens. This government has power
regarding cultural, educational and language related issues.
